1. Ensure the V16M is NOT PLUGGED into the MAINS SUPPLY. 

2. Remove the top cover by loosening the four corner screws. Using 
    a large pozidrive screw driver continuously turn clockwise. 

3. Carefully remove top cover. 

4. Screw unit to the wall or vertical surface through the four ready    
    drilled holes in the corners of the back box. 

5. Carefully replace the top cover and tighten the four corner screws 
    using the reverse procedure to instruction 2 above. 

The controller is now ready to use.

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Fill Set Up

The unit is powered on as soon as mains supply is connected. 

On first power up the controller shows the default display to 
indicate it has power. 

The controller has two filling modes: 

1. One time fill (stops when the level switch activates/lifts) 
2. Fill on demand (refills every time the level switch drops) 

To select the required filling mode press and hold the down and enter 
buttons. The controller will display FOd (fill on demand).  

Press up or down to change between on and off. 
OFF will set the controller to ‘one time fill’. 
ON will set the controller to ‘fill on demand’. 

Press enter to set. If FOd is set to ON The next setting is Fill Delay. 

Fdy is the time delay in minutes from the tank reaching full and the 
filling re-starting should the water level drop. This can be set between 
0 and 10 minutes using the up or down button. ‘0’ turns the delay off. 
Press enter to set. 
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To start a fill when FOd is set to OFF press either the ‘F’ button or the 
up and down buttons together.

The controller will display ‘FIL’. 

To stop the fill press the ‘F’ button again, or press and hold the up and 
down buttons together. 

The fill will automatically stop when the level switch is activated.
